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RULES
applicable to the research activity carried out by project participants for the establishment and support of Skolkovo Innovation Center

Article 1. General

1. These Rules have been adopted in line with Article 6 Part 3 and Article 10 Part 7 of the Law and regulate the procedure applicable to the Research Activity carried out by Project Participants as well as contain project rules in the same meaning as used in Articles 2 and 7 of the Law.
Provision on Grants may provide for additional requirements to the Research Activity carried out by the Project Participants, who are grantees.

2. Following terms and definitions are used in these Rules:
Day means a calendar day;
Law means Federal Law No. 244-FZ “On Skolkovo Innovation Center” dated September 28th, 2010;
Innovation Project means a project found to be in compliance with Article 2.1 of the Status Regulations in accordance with the Status Regulations;
Information Report means a quarterly information report or an annual information report submitted by the Project Participant to the Foundation in the forms attached as Attachment 1 hereto (quarterly information report) and Attachment 2 hereto (annual information report);
Research means scientific and / or scientific and technical activities in the areas specified in Articles 8 and 10 of the Law, including during implementation of an Innovation Project (for Startups), or conduct of Applied Research (for CARs), or exploration of Research Activity Areas (for PRCs);
Research Activity means implementation by a Project Participant of the Research, Development and Commercialization of R&D results in the areas set out in the Law and conduct of other activities that may be required to implement Research, Development and Commercialization of R&D results;
PRC means a Partner Research Center, a class of Project Participants as described in Article 1.3.3 of the Status Regulations;
Commercialization of R&D results means an activity, whose target is to commercialize the results of the Research and Development completed by a Project Participant in line with Article 3 of these Rules, including during implementation of an Innovation Project (for Startups), or conduct of Applied Research (for CARs), or exploration of Research Activity Areas (for PRCs);
Research Activity Areas means activity area found to be in compliance with Section 1 of Article 3.1 of the Status Regulations in accordance with the procedure of the Status Regulations;
Research Report means a report provided by a Project Participant to the Foundation in form attached as Attachment 3 to these Rules (for Startups), Attachment 4 to these Rules (for CARs) and Attachment 5 to these Rules (for PRCs);
Partner means a legal entity granted status of a Foundation’s Partner under the Provision for conferring and forfeiting the status of a key partner of the Non-commercial organization Foundation for Development of the Center for Elaboration and Commercialization of New Technologies;
The Rules mean these Rules regulating the research activity carried out by project participants to create, and ensure the functioning of, Skolkovo Innovation Center;
Provisions on Grants mean Provisions on the grants provided to project participants to create, and maintain the functioning of, Skolkovo Innovation Center, as approved by Foundation Council Resolution on April 25th, 2012 and agreed with the Board of Trustees of the Foundation Council on April 25th, 2012;
Status Regulations mean the Regulations describing the assignment and cancellation of Project Participant status and how the functioning of Skolkovo Innovation Center shall be ensured, which Regulations were approved by Foundation Council Resolution on June 21st, 2012 and agreed with the Board of Trustees by way of Resolution issued September 12th, 2012;
Applied Research means the applied research found to be in compliance with Section 1 of Article 3 of the Status Regulations in accordance with the procedure of the  Status Regulations;
Development means pilot projects in the areas specified in Articles 8 and 10 of the Law including during implementation of an Innovation Project (for Startups), or conduct of Applied Research, or exploration of Research Activity Areas (for PRCs);
Startup means the type of a Project Participant described in the Status Regulations Article 1 Clause 3 sub-clause 1; 
Project Participant means participant of the project aimed at the creation, and ensuring the functioning of, Skolkovo Innovation Center in the meaning ascribed thereto by the Law;
The Foundation means the Non-commercial organization Foundation for Development of the Center for Elaboration and Commercialization of New Technologies, the management company as defined in the Law;
CAR means a Center of Applied Research the type of a Project Participant described in the Status Regulations Article 1 Clause 3 sub-clause 2.

3. Other terms used herein shall have the meaning ascribed thereto by Article 2 of the Law, other legal Acts of the Russian Federation, and by other project regulations, unless otherwise envisaged by these Rules.

4. These Rules, as well as Orders issued by the Foundation in their pursuance in cases envisaged by these Rules, shall be published on the website of the Foundation.

Article 2. Duty by the Project Participants to conduct Research Activity. Standards to be met by activity conducted to be found Research Activity.

1. Project Participants are obliged to carry out Research Activity exclusively within the innovation priorities.
For the purpose of these Rules an innovation priority is the top-tier innovation priority from the list approved from time to time by an Order of the Foundation under Section 1 of Article 2 of the Status Regulations that is deemed by the Foundation to cover Innovation Projects (for Startups), Applied Research (for CARs), Research Activity Areas (for PRCs).
Additionally, the Project Participants are required:
1) to display on their products (when manufactured and distributed), on their Web sites, in their announcements and presentations for third parties information about the Skolkovo Innovation Center in the manner as may be from time to time required by an Order of the Foundation displayed on the Foundation Web site;
2) to display and maintain up-to-date information about such Project Participants and their activity in the relevant sections of the Web site of the Foundation. The structure and the form of presentation of such information are to be approved from time to time by an Order of the Foundation and displayed on the Web site of the Foundation.

2. A Project Participant’s activity shall be deemed to be Research Activity if all of the following three pre-conditions are satisfied:
1) the Project Participant implements at least one Innovation Project (for Startups), conducts at least one Applied Research (for CARs), expores at least one Research Activity Area (for PRCs) with no significant variations from design specification of such Project, such Applied Research description, or such Research Activity Area, as described on Project Participant’s application form for Project Participant status or an applicant’s application form for preliminary expert review submitted in compliance with the Status Regulations. However, the number of Innovation Projects (for Startups), Applied Researches (for CARs) or Research Activity Areas (for PRCs)  that may be implemented, conducted or expored by the Project Participant is not limited. The conclusion on whether or not the Innovation Project (for Startups), Applied Research (for CARs) or Research Activity Area (for PRCs) is implemented, conducted oexplored with significant variations shall be made after the Foundation completes an expert review of the Project Participant’s activity. The procedure of such expert review, including criteria for the variations significance evaluation, shall be approved by Order issued by the Foundation;
2) A Project Participant shall conduct its activity within the permitted activities described in Article 3 hereof, and shall refrain from the actions prohibited by Article 4 of these Rules. 

Article 3. Permitted Activities for Project Participants

1. Only the following activities may be carried out as part of the Research Activity:
1) Research;
2) Development;
3) Commercialization of R&D results by way of:
a) Lucrative disposal of title to the results of intellectual activity; 
b) Rendering consulting and other services or conducting research and/or development work as part of innovation priorities;
c) production and sale of goods that are the results of Research and Developments;
d) incorporation (either solely or jointly with more incorporators) of a legal entity, including by contributing the results of Research and/or Development or titles to relevant intellectual property to the authorised capital/assets of such legal entity, so that the Project Participant further takes part in distribution of proit / dividends derived from business of such a legal entity;
4) other activities that are needed for the Research and Development, and for commercialization of the R&D results (i.e., - the activities, but for which such Research and Development, or commercialization of R&D results would be impossible).

2. In particular, the following actions conducted by a Project Participant shall not constitute a breach of Article 2 Clause 1 hereof:
1) Acquisition or purchase of goods or works, services, ownership or other rights concerned with the conducting of a Research Activity (including purchasing or temporary use of oil, gas, derivatives of the same, provided that suc products are used for operation of Project Participant’s vehicles or directly for the Research Activity, agricultural products, ferrous, nonferrous and precious metals, office buildings, premises in the same, other structures, provided that they are used directly for the Research Activity, dwelling houses and premises in the same, provided that they are offered for use to Project Participant’s staff);
2) divestment of property, including property right to the results of intellectual activity and identifications purchased to carry out the Research Activity (i.e., - other than for re-sale), in case the Project Participant does not need such property anymore;
3) incorporation (either solely or jointly with other incorporators) of legal entities;
4) setting up branches and representative offices;
5) issuance of securities or disposal of the securities issued by Project Participant, including to increase the Project Participant’s share in the authorised capital; and increasing Project Participant’s share capital using other means;
6) placing money on a bank deposit.
Additionally, the grant money must be spent by the Project Participants in accordance with the Provisions on Grants.

Article 4. Project Participants’ actions that may not be viewed as a Research Activity.

Actions that do not comply with the requirements of Article 3 hereof shall not be viewed as a Research Activity, and namely:
1) providing credit facilities or loans except lending money to Project Participant’s employees and the cases of commercial credits including pre-payment under existing agreements;
2) acquiring or temporary use of assets subject to property tax under the Tax Code of the Russian Federation and unrelated to the Research Activity;
3) lease or re-sale of the assets described in sub-clause 2 of this Clause, except when such assets were acquired before the legal entity was assigned the status of a Project Participant;
4) printing or publishing activity;
5) providing public utilities or amenities to population, organizing public catering points, tourism, hospitality industry, keeping project participant’s own health resorts, organizing leisure, holding sporting events, entertainments or shows;
6) business of a chartered security operator;
7) business of a Manager (Management Company) under a contract with another legal entity;
8) providing consulting or other services, or conducting research and/or development work beyond the innovation priorities scope
9) insurance services, hiring and provision of personnel, transportation or forwarding services;
10) organization of gaming or lotteries;
11) construction or operation of property, whose operation is not concerned with the Research Activity conducted by the Project Participant;
12) geological or geophysical exploration, geodetic or mapping activity that are not related to Research and Development performed by the Project Participant;
13) land planning.

Article 5. Project Participants’ rights in the results of intellectual activity

1. A Project Participant may unreservedly buy, from third parties, exclusive rights, right to use, and any property right in, the results of the intellectual activity and identifications and dispose of its rights in the results of the intellectual activity and identifications at its own discretion (allowed for the restriction envisaged by Article 3 Clause 2 sub-clause 2 hereof).
The Foundation shall not obtain any right in the results of the intellectual activity or identifications created or registered in the course of Project Participant’s Research Activity, including any right to use such results and/or identifications.

2. In conducting its Research Activity, Project Participant may not breach third-party intellectual property rights and will acquire the required intellectual property rights or identifications, or right to use (e.g., either exclusive or non-exclusive license) from third parties as necessary to carry out the Project Participant’s research activity without breaching the intellectual right of a third party. 

3. If a Project Participant is judicially recognized to have violated third-party’s exclusive right, including the right to obtain a patent, then the Foundation may, based on Article 7 Clause 3 sub-clause 3 of these Rules, decide on the early exclusion of the legal entity from the list of Project Participants, provided that this should be done after the final judgment is adjudicated by a Russian Court, including cases when a Russian Court has recognized the ruling of a foreign Court of Justice, which refused the appeal to recognize a patent invalid, or any other similar decision made by a Court of the Russian Federation, provided that all the possibilities have been exhausted to cancel such ruling at National level. 
In such case, the Foundation shall take into account the type of breach, the extent of Project Participant’s guilt, as well as the link between the result of intellectual activity and means of identification, in whose respect the exclusive right has been infringed, and the Innovation Project (Applied Research, Research Activity Area) as part of which, the Project Participant carries out its Research Activity. 

Article 6. Providing Research Report, Information Report and other information and documents. Providing access to the premises at Project Participant’s work location.

1. Project Participants must provide the Foundation with Research Report annually: within the period from January, 1, to December, 31, not earlier expiration of a 3-month period after assignment of the Project Participant status to the legal entity (the report is to be submitted by April, 30, of the following year respectively in a manner described in an Order of the Foundation displayed from time to time on the Foundation Web site).

2. The Project Participant mst submit to the Foundation a quarterly information report in a form attached as Attachment 1 hereto within the time and in a manner as described in an Order of the Foundation displayed from time to time on the Foundation Web site.

3. The Project Participant must submit to the Foundation an annual information report in a form attached as Attachment 2 hereto with all supporting documents enclosed in a manner and within the time as described in an Order of the Foundation displayed from time to time on the Foundation Web site. The list of the supporting documents is to be set out in such Foundation’s Order.

4. Notwithstanding Clauses 1 to 3 of this Article, to enable the Foundation to operate as the management company under the Law, Project Participants must provide the Foundation, on the request of a Foundation officer and within the period specified in the request (but no earlier than 5 business days), with other information and documents related to the Research Activity, as well as provide Foundation officers access to its place of business, provided that relevant notice has been served at least 5 days before the access date.
The details of the information requested under this Clause is to be approved in an Order of the Foundation displayed from time to time on the Web site of the Foundation.

5. The Order of the Foundation displayed from time to time on the Web site of the Foundation may establish other ways of providing the Research Report, the Information Report and other information and documents, including use of a digital signature (an electronic signature).

Article 7. Grounds for the Foundation to exclude a legal entity from the list of Project Participants.

1. Grounds for the Foundation to make a decision for the early exclusion of a legal entity from the list of Project Participants fall into those when the Foundation must take a decision to exclude a legal entity from the list of Project Participants and those when the Foundation may make such a decision.

2. The grounds that make the Foundation take a decision to exclude a legal entity from the list of Project Participants are as follows:
1) Project Participant’s refusal to participate in the project;
2) Dissolution of re-organization of a legal entity in accordance with the laws of the Russian Federation (i.e., - except re-organization by way of transition or merger, where each merging party has the Project Participant status as at the public registration date of the successor of such re-organized legal entities);
3) Availability, in Project Participant’s foundation documents, of provisions allowing it to conduct Research Activity along with other activities under the Law, including such activities, which are not acknowledged as Research Activity under Article 4 hereof (i.e., - breach of Article 10 Section 2 Clause 3 of the Law). In case such ground is found the Foundation shall, before making a decision on the early exclusion of the legal entity from the list of Project Participants, serve a notice on the Project Participant requiring to remedy such breach in accordance with the procedure envisaged by Article 8 Clause 6 of these Rules;
4) Conducting, by Project Participants, of an activity, which is not a Research Activity, and in particular, commitment, by a Project Participant, of actions envisaged by Article 4 of these Rules (i.e., - breach of Article 10 Section 9 of the Law). In case such ground is found the Foundation shall, before making a decision on the early exclusion of the legal entity from the list of Project Participants, serve a notice on the Project Participant requiring to remedy such breach in accordance with the procedure envisaged by Article 8 Clause 5 of these Rules;
5) Making, by Project Participant, of knowingly false statements and/or provision of documents containing knowingly misleading data when submitting (providing) an application for preliminary expert review, Project Participant status application, documents for the provision of grant, Research Report or any other documents or information requested by the Foundation. In case such ground is found the Foundation shall, before making a decision on the early exclusion of the legal entity from the list of Project Participants, serve a notice on the Project Participant requiring to remedy such breach in accordance with the procedure envisaged by Article 8 Clause 5 of these Rules, and (if misleading data is put on the Information Report) conduct an off–site inspection of the Project Participant’s activity;
6) Failure to provide, or late provision of, Research Report and/or other documents or information requested by the Foundation, as well as failure to provide the Foundation with access to the Project Participant’s working premises in line with the procedure envisaged by these Rules. In case such ground is found the Foundation shall, before making a decision on the early exclusion of the legal entity from the list of Project Participants, serve an improvement notice on the Project Participant requiring to remedy such breach in accordance with the procedure envisaged by Article 8 Clause 6 of these Rules and (if a quarterly Information report, an annual Information Report (including copies of documents enclosed thereto) is past due more than 15 days later) conduct an off-site audit of the Project Participant’s activity;
7) Project Participant’s breach of, or default to comply with, other provisions envisaged by the Law, these Rules or other project regulations. In case such ground is found the Foundation shall, before making a decision on the early exclusion of the legal entity from the list of Project Participants, serve an improvement notice on the Project Participant requiring to remedy such breach in accordance with the procedure envisaged by Article 8 Clause 6 of these Rules;
8) for PRCs, inconsistency of the PRC Project Participant with the description of the Partner Research Center in Subsection 3 of Section 3 of Article 1 of the Status Regulation.

3. The grounds that allow the Foundation to make a decision on the early exclusion of a legal entity from the list of Project Participants are as follows:
1) During 12 months in succession, a Project Participant conducts its Research Activity under one Innovation Project (or under all of the existing projects) (or conducts Applied Research) with significant variances from design specification (for Startups). Applied Research description (for CARs), or for Research Activity Area (for PRCs). In case such ground is found the Foundation shall, before making a decision on the early exclusion of the legal entity from the list of Project Participants, serve an improvement notice on the Project Participant requiring to remedy such breach in accordance with the procedure envisaged by Article 8 Clause 6 of these Rules.
However, in case any evidence is found that such activity is conducted with significant variations from design specification (for Startups), Applied Research description (for CARs) or Research Activity Area description (for PRCs), then the Foundation must make a decision to hold an expert review in order to detect the significance of such variances as per procedure envisaged by Article 2 of these Rules. The Foundation shall take a decision on the early exclusion of a legal entity from the list of Project Participants only if the expert review has confirmed the significance of the said variations;
2) Failure, on the part of a Project Participant, to carry out Research Activity during 12 months. In case such ground is found the Foundation shall serve an improvement notice on the Project Participant requiring to remedy such breach in accordance with the procedure envisaged by Article 8 Clause 6 of these Rules;
3) Breach, by a Project Participant, of a third-party’s exclusive right to the results of intellectual activity or identifications in the case envisaged by Article 5 of these Rules. In case such ground is found the Foundation shall, before making a decision on the early exclusion of the legal entity from the list of Project Participants, serve a notice to that effect on the Project Participant in accordance with the procedure envisaged by Article 8 Clause 5 of these Rules;
4) Commitment, by Leader of a Project Participant, of a commercial crime that is directly related to the Project Participant’s activity, which crime has been confirmed by a final judgment of a Court of Justice. In case such ground is found the Foundation shall, before making a decision on the early exclusion of the legal entity from the list of Project Participants, serve a notice to that effect on the Project Participant in accordance with the procedure envisaged by Article 8 Clause 5 of these Rules.

Article 8. Audit of compliance, by Project Participants, with the requirements envisaged by these Rules, other project regulations and the Law

1. The Foundation shall carry out audits to control compliance, by Project Participants, with the requirements of these Rules, other project regulations and the Law. 

2. These may be either off-site or on-site audits, which shall be carried out:
1) Once a year  based on Research Reports or Information Reports as those are being provided by Project Participants (“scheduled audits”);
2) At any time (“unscheduled audit”) if any of the following grounds occur:
а) expiry of an improvement notice served by the Foundation on the Project Participant (Article 8 Clause 6 hereof) requiring to remedy the breach;
b) receipt of appeals or applications from individuals or self-employed persons, or legal entities, or any information from public authorities, local government bodies, or mass media, in that a Project Participant has committed, or is going to commit, a breach of the requirements set forth in these Rules, other project regulations or the Law. However, the appeals or applications that do not contain information about the alleged facts may not be considered as grounds for unscheduled audit;
c) Information Reports become past due for more than 15 days or including misleading data (an off-site audit is to be conducted).
Not non-disclosure agreements are entered into to conduct audits and request documents and information for the purpose of monitoring of compliance by Project Participants with these Rules, other project regulations and the Law. The Foundation shall keep all information disclosed confidential and undertake not to disclose the same (except when such disclosure is required under the Russian laws) by approving these Rules, issuing Foundation by-laws in pursuance with these Rules and making its staff sign relevant job notices. A Project Participant may not demand a non-disclosure agreement to be entered into, so that the Foundation could monitor compliance by the Project Participant with these Rules, other project regulations and the Law.

3. When conducting an audit the Foundation shall be entitled, without Project Participant’s consent, to engage independent experts and / or consultants. The Foundation shall ensure confidentiality of the disclosed information by way of entry into confidentiality agreements with the said experts and/or consultants.
For that purpose, the Foundation shall use its website to publish the list of the independent experts and/or consultants approved by the Foundation and engaged in the audits. The Project Participant may submit a letter to the Foundation demanding rejection of maximum one-third of the listed independent experts and/or consultants due to the probability of their being a related party interested in the outcome of the audit. In such case, the Foundation must refrain from involving such independent experts and/or consultants during the audit of the Project Participant.

4. Should any grounds be found for the Foundation to decide on the early exclusion of a legal entity from the list of Project Participants specified in Clause 2 sub-clauses 1 and 2 and Clause 3 sub-clauses 1 and 2 of these Rules, then the Foundation shall make such decision without publishing that information in the Section “Legal Entities Acting in Bad Faith and Stricken Off the Project Participants Register” on the official website of the Foundation.

5. Should any grounds be found for the Foundation to decide on the early exclusion of a legal entity from the list of Project Participants specified in Clause 2 sub-clauses 4 and 5, and Clause 3 sub-clauses 3 and 4 in Article 7 of these Rules, then the Foundation must serve a notice on the Project Participant to that effect.
Within 5 days after receipt of such notice, the Project Participant may return with a written refusal to participate in the project. In such case, the Foundation shall make a  decision on the early exclusion of the legal entity from the list of Project Participants without publishing that information in the Section “Legal Entities Acting in Bad Faith and Stricken Off the Project Participants Register” on the official website. 
Should the Project Participant fail to send to the Foundation such written refusal to participate in the project within the above deadlines, then the Foundation shall make a decision on the early exclusion of the legal entity from the list of Project Participants and shall publish relevant information in the Section “Legal entities acting in bad faith and subjected to the early exclusion of their Project Participant status” on the official website of the Foundation.

6. In case evidence is found for the Foundation to make a decision to exclude a legal entity from the list of the Project Participants envisaged in Clause 2 sub-clause 3, 6 and 7, and Clause 3 sub-clause 1 and 2, in Article 7 of these Rules, the Foundation must serve on the Project Participant an improvement notice demanding to remedy the breaches before the deadlines determined by the Foundation for such improvement (i.e., - no less than 7 days and not more than 120 days after receipt of the improvement notice).
Within the cure period specified in the improvement notice, the Project Participant must remedy the breaches or serve a notice on the Foundation expressing the Project Participant’s refusal to participate in the project. In case such notice is received, the Foundation shall make a decision on the early exclusion of a legal entity from the list of Project Participants without publishing relevant information in the Section “Legal Entities Acting in Bad Faith and Stricken Off the Project Participants Register” on the website of the Foundation. 
In case of failure, by Project Participant, to serve the notice on the Foundation within specified deadlines and expressing the Project Participant’s refusal to participate in the project, then, if the Project Participant fails to comply with the improvement notice issued by the Foundation, the Foundation shall make a decision on the early exclusion of the legal entity from the list of Project Participants and shall publish relevant information in the Section “Legal Entities Acting in Bad Faith and Stricken Off the Project Participants Register” on the website of the Foundation (save for the cases specified in Article 7 Clause 3 sub-clause1 and 2 of these Rules, according to which, no such information shall be published).

7. Notices, decisions and improvement notices to be served by the Foundation in line with this Article, shall be submitted / handed over to the Project Participant within five business days after they are approved.
 
Article 9. Final provisions

1. These Rules shall come into effect on the 60th day after approval by the Foundation.

2. The Project Participants must bring their incorporation documents and their activity in compliance with the requirements of these Rules within 120 after these Rules come into effect.
