REGULATIONS (Partner's R&D Center)
on assigning and termination of the status of a Project participant for Establishing and Ensuring the Functioning of the Skolkovo Innovation Center 

Article 1. General Provisions

These Regulations determine the procedure of assigning and termination of the status of a participant of the Project for Establishing and Ensuring the Functioning of the Skolkovo Innovation Center (hereinafter - the Project Participant) and developed in compliance with Federal Law no. 244-FZ "On Skolkovo Innovation Center" dated September 28, 2010 (hereinafter - the Law), the Charter of Non-commercial organization Foundation for Development of the Center for Elaboration and Commercialization of New Technologies (hereinafter - the Foundation). 

2. The Project Participant Status is assigned to a legal entity applied for it in compliance with the procedure stipulated by these Regulations (hereinafter - the Applicant), provided that the following conditions are met:
1) the Applicant is a legal entity incorporated pursuant to the Russian Federation Laws;
2) founding documents of the Applicant allow him only to perform activities concerning the conduct of researches, developments and commercialization of their results in the areas set forth in Article 10 §8 of the Law (hereinafter – the Areas of activities), as well as other types of activities required for conduct of researches, developments and commercialization of their results (hereinafter – the Scientific research activities);
3)  the legal name of the Applicant does not include the word Skolkovo, as well as its derivatives; 
4) The Applicant shall undertake to carry out Scientific research activities in accordance with the Law and the rules approved by the Foundation in accordance with Article 7 of the Law and posted on the relevant section of the Foundation's website on the information and telecommunication network "Internet" (hereinafter - the Project rules), as well as  to place its own permanent executive body (other bodies or persons authorized to act on behalf of the Applicant without power of attorney) on the territory of the Skolkovo Innovation Center within the period prescribed by the Law.

3. Depending on the specifics of scientific research activities undertaken by the Project participants, there are the following types of Project participants:
1) Startups - the Project participants engaged in research and development, the commercialization of which is expected no later than five years after the assigning them the Project Participant Status;
2) Centers for Applied Research - the Project participants engaged in research and development aimed at the application of new knowledge to achieve practical goals and specific objectives, the commercialization of the results of which is expected no later than ten years after the Applicant's application for assigning the Project Participant Status (hereinafter - the Applied research);
3) Partners' Research Centers - the Project participants which are recognized, or separate divisions of which are recognized as R&D Centers or which are subsidiaries of legal entities recognized as R&D Centers in accordance with clause 2 of Article 1 of the Regulations on assigning and termination of the Partner status of Non-commercial organization Foundation for Development of the Center for Elaboration and Commercialization of New Technologies to be approved by the Foundation Council in consultation with the Board of Trustees (hereinafter - the Regulations on the Partner status), carrying out Scientific research activities in accordance with the effective Agreement concluded between the Foundation and the Partner (within the meaning of the concepts used in the Regulations on the Partner status).
Specifics of assigning the status for each of these types of the Project participants are set out in Articles 2, 3 and 3.1 of these Regulations.
Project participants have the right to send to the Foundation an Application for changing the type of the Project Participant provided that it meets the relevant requirements stipulated by Articles 2, 3 and 3.1 of these Regulations.

4. Filing an application for assigning the Project Participant Status (hereinafter - the Application) is carried out by filling in an appropriate e-questionnaire for obtaining the Project Participant Status (hereinafter - the Questionnaire), posted on the Foundation's website, with the specifics set out in Articles 2, 3 and 3.1 of these Regulations. Forms of Questionnaires shall be approved by order of the Chairman of the Foundation Executive Board.  
By filing an Application, the Applicant thereby shall commit to conduct the Scientific research activities in accordance with the Law and Rules of the Project as well as to place its permanent executive body (other bodies or persons entitled to act on behalf of the Applicant without a power of attorney) on the territory of the Skolkovo Innovation Center within the time limit set by the Law;
The Foundation shall undertake not to disclose the information on the project or on applied research, or research activities provided by the Applicant (hereinafter - the Project information) which envisages entering into an Agreement with him not to disclose obtained information on the project prepared in one of the forms set forth in Annexes 1 and 2 hereto and posted on the Foundation's website. For this purpose the Applicant (Startup) shall, when applying, choose on the Foundation's website  a form of the Non-Disclosure Agreement, the terms and conditions of which he/she may accept. Filing an Application constitutes acceptance of the terms and conditions of the Non-Disclosure Agreement by the Applicant (Startup). The remaining Applicants (Centers for Applied Research, Partners' Research Centers) may send a countersigned Agreement in 2 copies in one of the forms set forth in Annexes 1 and 2 to these Regulations, to the Foundation for signing as a single document.

5. The application shall be registered on the day of its receipt.
The Applicant may withdraw the Application at any time prior to receipt of the notice of assignment or refusal of the Project Participant Status to the Applicant. The Application shall be deemed withdrawn from the date of receipt of the relevant Applicant's notice by the Foundation.

6. The Applicant shall be entitled to submit several Applications.  This Applicant shall not be entitled to submit a new Application until the notification of the assignment or refusal of granting the Project Participant Status for the already pending Application of the same Applicant, or a notice of abandonment of such application without consideration is received. Otherwise, the Application submitted later remains without consideration, in witness whereof the Foundation shall notify the Applicant within 10 working days from the date of receipt of such Application.

Article 3.1. Filing an Application by Partners' Scientific Research Centers 

1. When filing an Application by Partners' Scientific Research Centers, they shall specify in the Questionnaire the areas of research activities, for which the Applicant intends to conduct scientific research activities on the territory of the Skolkovo Innovation Center, as well as the number of employees of the Applicant. Scientific research activities of the Applicant shall comply with at least one of the Innovative priorities set forth in the Agreement. The number of employees of the Applicant shall not exceed the number of employees of the R&D Center, set forth in the Agreement.

2. When applying, the Applicant shall provide the following documents:
1) sealed application of the Applicant on intention to become a Project participant, signed by the head of the permanent executive body of the Applicant, or by other person entitled to act without power of attorney on behalf of the Applicant, or by any Applicant's representative by proxy (with a copy of such power of attorney);
2) sealed application of the Applicant, confirming Applicant's compliance with the definition of Partner's Research Center set forth in sub-clause 3 of clause 3, Article 1 of these Regulations (with copies of supporting documents certified by applicant’s seal), signed by the head of the permanent executive body of the Applicant, or by other person entitled to act without power of attorney on behalf of the Applicant, or by any Applicant's representative by proxy (with a copy of such power of attorney);
3) a copy of the statement from the Unified State Register of Legal Entities, certified by the head of the permanent executive body of the Applicant, or by other person entitling to act without power of attorney on behalf of the Applicant, or by any Applicant's representative by proxy, and received no earlier than 3 months prior to the date of filing an Application;
4) copies of constituent documents of the Applicant (the charter and (or) other documents prescribed by the laws of the Russian Federation for the legal form of the Applicant) with a note of the registration authority, certified by the head of the permanent executive body of the Applicant, or by other person entitling to act without power of attorney on behalf of the Applicant, or by any Applicant's representative by proxy;
5) a copy of the staffing schedule of the Applicant, sealed and signed by the head of the permanent executive body of the Applicant, or by other person entitled to act without power of attorney on behalf of the Applicant, or by any Applicant's representative by proxy (with a copy of such power of attorney);

3. The Foundation carries out formal verification of the Application within 10 working days, which includes:
1) verification of the completeness and correctness of filing the Application, and the completeness of annexed documents. If the Applicant provides incomplete set of documents, as well as the documents that do not meet the requirements of these Regulations, the Foundation shall send a notice to the Applicant with the attached list of the missing documents and (or) documents that do not meet the prescribed requirements; 
2) verification of compliance of the Applicant with the requirements of sub-clauses 1, 2 and 3 of clause 2 of Article 1 of these Regulations. If the Application does not meet the requirements set out in sub-clauses 1, 2 and 3 of clause 2 of Article 1 of these Regulations, the Foundation shall send a notice to the Applicant with the description of the detected nonconformities with specified requirements;

 
3) verification of compliance of the Applicant with the definition of the Partner's Scientific and research Center, set forth in sub-clause 3 of clause 3 of Article 1 of these Regulations. If the Applicant does not meet this definition, the Foundation shall send a notice to the Applicant describing the detected nonconformities with this definition;
4) verification of the Questionnaire for its compliance with the requirements of clause 1 of this Article and the determination of the Innovative priority, which the description of scientific research activities in the Questionnaire corresponds to. If the Questionnaire does not meet this requirement or the description of scientific research activities in the Questionnaire does not allow to determine the Innovative priority, which it would be consistent with, the Foundation shall send a notice to the Applicant describing the identified discrepancies.
If relevant documents are not submitted by the Applicant to the Foundation and (or) corresponding notes are not eliminated within 30 days from the date of directing the notice by the Foundation set forth in this clause, the Application shall be left without consideration, in witness thereof the Foundation shall inform the Applicant within 1 working day from the date of the 30-day period expiration.
If the Application meets the requirements verified in the manner prescribed by clause 3 of this Article, the Foundation shall inform the Applicant thereof.

Article 4. Procedure for assigning the Project Participant Status 

1. In the cases set forth in sub-clause 4 of clause 7 of Article 2, in sub-clause 6 of clause 6 of Article 3 and in clause 4 of Article 3.1 of these Regulations, the Applicant shall, within 30 calendar days from the date of receipt of the notification, submit to the Foundation the following documents:
1) the original Applicant's application on its intention to become a Project Participant, sealed and signed by the head of the permanent executive body of the Applicant, or by other person entitling to act without power of attorney on behalf of the Applicant, or by any Applicant's representative by proxy;
2) a copy of a document certifying the Applicant's registration with the tax authority (accuracy of the copy must be certified by a notary);
3) a copy of the constituent documents (accuracy of copies must be certified by a notary or tax authorities); 
4) a copy of a document certifying the placement of information on the candidates in the Unified State Register of Legal Entities (accuracy of the copy must be certified by a notary).
These documents are subject to review by the Foundation within 3 working days from the date they are submitted. If the documents submitted by the Applicant meet the requirements set forth in sub-clause 2 of clause 2 of Article 1 of these Regulations, and the Project Participant Status is not assigned to the Applicant on the basis of previously filed applications, the Foundation shall make a decision on assigning the Project Participant Status within 3 working days from the date of submitting the documents specified in this clause. Simultaneously with the adoption of the decision on assigning the Project Participant Status to the Center for Applied Research, the Foundation shall make a decision on Provision of a Grant to him.
If the documents submitted by the Applicant do not meet the requirements set forth in sub-clause 2 of clause 2 of Article 1 of these Regulations, or the documents referred to in this clause are not submitted by the Applicant, the Foundation shall send a notice to the Applicant describing the identified inconsistencies or with a list of absent documents. If within 30 days from the date of transfer of the relevant notice to the Applicant by the Foundation the relevant documents are not submitted, the Application shall be left without consideration.

2. The Project Participant Status shall be assigned to the Applicant for 10 years. 

3. Based on the decision of the Foundation on assigning the Project Participant Status to the Applicant, the Applicant shall be included in the register of Project Participants by making a record in the aforesaid register concerning the assigning the Project Participant Status to the Applicant. This record shall be posted within 1 working day from the date of the decision on assigning the Project Participant Status.
The Project Participant Status is deemed assigned to the Applicant from the date the aforesaid record is posted in the register of Project Participants.

4. Posting a record in the register of Project Participants on assigning the Project Participant Status to the Applicant shall be confirmed by Certificate. The Certificate shall be issued by Project Participants within 14 calendar days from the date of making a record in the register of Project Participants on assigning the Project Participant Status to the Applicant.

5. If, in accordance with these Regulations, the Application (Application for preliminary examination) shall not be considered, the Applicant (Applicant for preliminary examination) is entitled to re-submit such an Application, which is subject to review under the general procedure established by these Regulations.

Article 5. Terms and procedure of termination of the Project Participant Status

1. Legal entity terminates the Project Participant Status in the following cases:
1) upon expiry of ten years from the day of posting a record in the register of Project Participants on assigning the Project Participant Status to the Applicant.
2) if the Foundation makes a decision on early exclusion of the legal entity from the register of Project Participants;
3) from the date of liquidation or reorganization of a legal entity under the laws of the Russian Federation (with the exception of reorganization as a  corporate restructuring or merger if all legal entities involved in the merger has the Project Participant Status as of the date of state registration of the legal successor of the reorganized legal entities).

2. The decision on early exclusion of the legal entity from the register of Project Participants is made by the Foundation in the following cases:
1) violation of Project rules by the Project Participant, including the failure of the Project Participant to conduct scientific research activities;
2) failure of the Project Participant to comply with the requirements of the Law, including the conduct of the activities that are non-research activities;
3) refusal of the Project Participant to participate in the project;
4) non-compliance of the Project Participant-Partner's Scientific and Research Center with the definition of the Partner's Scientific and Research Center set forth in sub-clause 3 of clause 3 of Article 1 of these Regulations.
Procedure for making a decision on early exclusion of the legal entity from the register of Project Participants is stipulated by the Rules for conduct of scientific research activities by participants of the Project for Establishing and Ensuring the Functioning of the Skolkovo Innovation Center, approved by the Foundation Council and agreed with the Board of Trustees.

3. Excluding legal persons from the register of Project Participants is carried out by making a record on the termination of the corresponding status for the legal entity. The aforesaid record is made within 5 days from the date of occurrence of the circumstances specified in clause 1 of this article (in terms of sub-clause 3 of clause 1 - from the moment when the Foundation became aware of the aforesaid circumstance).
The Project Participant Status is deemed terminated by the legal entity from the date of the aforesaid record is posted in the register of Project Participants.

Article 6. Final provisions

1. These Regulations become effective upon expiration of 40 calendar days after their approval by the Foundation Council and agreement with the Foundation Board of Trustees.  Since this date the Regulation governing assignment and cancellation of the status of participant of the project for creation and support of operation of Skolkovo Innovation Center approved by the Foundation Council, Minutes no. 2 dated October 25, 2011, becomes null and void.

2. Applications of Applicants and Applicants for preliminary examination submitted before coming these Regulations into legal force, are reviewed in compliance with the Requirements of the Regulation governing assignment and cancellation of the status of participant of the project for creation and support of operation of Skolkovo Innovation Center approved by the Foundation Council, Minutes no. 2 dated October 25, 2011.
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
