Develop power generators/converters for low grade heat sources such as the exhaust fumes of gas turbines and the low grade heat generated by other industrial equipment.

Pre-conditions for initiating a Competitive Selection on the outlined topic
The vast majority of industrial production processes generate low grade heat which is simply wasted.
There has not been enough research in possible uses of low grade heat, especially low grade heat of gas turbine exhaust fumes. Low grade heat may have a lot of economic potential for large industrial companies. 
In the future the harnessing of low grade heat can increase the efficiency of power generation and production processes. 
Competitive Selection Goals
The main goals of the Competitive Selection for a Research and Design Project concept (hereinafter referred to as 'the Concept') on ‘Development of energy generation technologies using industrial low potential heat sources’ are:
